A new Zonta Club has been chartered in Beirut, Lebanon so Zonta International is now
operative in 65 countries worldwide.

The latest ZI Newsletter reports that 16% of Zontians worldwide responded to the
membership survey conducted by ZI. Whilst results are only preliminary some

interesting facts have already emerged:

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e Almost 70% of all respondents have already held an elected office, which indicates that

the survey activated more "seasoned" than "younger" Zontians.

e Some 45% of all respondents said they live in Europe, 34% in North America, 14% in

Australia or New Zealand and 6% in Asia.

e A 70% majority would accept new members who have no profession of any kind as

long as they are passionate about our mission.

o A 60% majority reports that as long as membership criteria are met, people should be

able to join Zonta without an invitation.

e  88% agree with the statement that you can be a decision maker without being a manag-

er or recognized professional.

e Nine out of ten respondents favour accepting former Golden Z club members and

JMK/AE recipients right away as full members.

e A large majority favours some kind of classification system. Three out of four respond-
ents agree to the statement that the current requirement to have a one-fourth diversi-
ty of classifications ensures an interesting mix of professions.

e  [,500 respondents answered the open-ended question and primarily addressed having

a flexible classification system and a flexible invitation policy.

The full analysis will be made available and should be interesting leading to changes which it is
hoped will assist in both membership recruitment and retention.

It is interesting to read that US$2,762,286 had been donated to ZIF by Clubs worldwide as at
31 August 2014. This is 56% of the target amount for the biennium.
