with exciting news regarding Amelia Earhart Fellow (1994-1995), Naoko Yamazaki. 

The Amelia Earhart Fellowship Fund provides financial assistance to women who are 

pursuing PhD /doctoral degrees in aerospace-related science and engineering. 

Naoko Yamazaki who was born on December 27, 1970 is a Japan Aerospace 

Exploration Agency (JAXA) astronaut. She is the second Japanese woman to qualify 

as an astronaut, the first being Chiaki Mukai who became a Zonta International 

Honorary Member in 2000. 

Naoko joined NASA’s Astronaut Candidate Training in June 2004. On the 18
th

 March 2010 she will join the crew of 

the Atlantis, as a Japanese crew member. Lifting off from Houston for a two-week flight, they will deliver 

equipment and materials to the International Space Station and Naoko will be the astronaut responsible for operating 

a robotic arm. Beryl commented that Naoko and her story is just one of many of the successes of our Amelia Earhart 

Fellows.

Sweet Corn Savoury Tart     by Lynette Klukas 
 

Use your own favourite pastry for the flan 
Filling:      1 onion chopped finely 
                3 rashers of bacon cut into small pieces - the old fashioned smoky bacon is best. 
                3 tomatoes (can use a tin of tomatoes) 
                1 x 10 ozs can of corn 
                6 ozs of matured cheese - grated   
                2 eggs  
                1/3 - 1/2 teaspoon of curry powder - depending on taste 
                salt and pepper 
Fry onion, bacon and tomatoes. 
Add half cheese, corn, curry powder, seasoning and beaten eggs 
Pour over pastry lined lamington tin. 
Sprinkle rest of cheese on top. 
Cook in a moderate oven for 45 minutes. 
 

If you wish to make this a vegetarian dish, remove the bacon. 
I have just put the filling in a greased dish without the pastry and used it as a vegetable bake.
