International Foundation ambassador spoke to the programs being run in connection with the
UN this biennium and the importance of the club’s efforts in fund-raising to support the work
of the Foundation. We just sent the foundation $2, 575 to be applied to the Rose Fund. The
balance of the day was basically information sharing about what clubs have done or are
doing in the service & advocacy areas...and they’re looking for a volunteer host club for Area
Meeting 2018 ...maybe we should consider putting our hand up to organise & host?

It was with great pleasure that President Deb welcomed Ans to our meeting. Ans
expressed her thanks to the resigning charter members. She spoke about Zonta
International and how the focus is more on girls rather than on women as was the
case many years ago, Ans also pointed out that ZI works with United Nations and
therefore chooses projects where the government of a country will support the
change needed to address the aim of the project.

Ans advised that District 22 has a growing membership which is encourage as
there is a worldwide decline in Zonta membership. Fees were mentioned - $80 of
the fees goes to US (that equals around $110 AUD), $35 to district, the remainder
to the individual club. Membership needs to grow so fees do not have to be
increased. ZI are developing a membership drive toolkit which will be launched in
April to assist clubs.

9 February 2017

Nepal has long been a country of origin for labor migration and trafficking in persons, particularly women and
children, for the purposes of sexual, labor and other forms of exploitation. Trafficking often takes place as part of
undocumented migration and is a serious violation of human rights.

This biennium, Zonta International has committed US$1 million to UN Women to create sustainable foundations for

addressing the link between human trafficking and foreign labor migration of women and girls in Nepal. UN Women
has begun work on the project.
